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Lime Mini Skirt

designed by Barbara Lundy Stone

MATERIALS: 1 skein Lime -Cotton/Rayon Seed

EQUIPMENT:

Size 6 knitting needles straight
circular Size G crochet hook
large tapestry needle

GAUGE: 5st/7rows/in -length 19” -waist 26”

DIRECTIONS: Cast on 120 stitches. Knit 1 row.

Row 1: Knit 3, P17,V(mark), p40,V, p40,V p17, k3..

Row 2: Knit. Increase 1 st before each marker every time.

Repeat these 2 rows 4X.

Repeat rows 1&2 7X increasing on every 4th row.

Change to circular needles and continue to increase on every 4th row. Repeat 2X

Continue to knit in the round increasing on every 8th row until there are 64 stitches
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between markers.

Cast off loosely and do not cut yarn.

FINISHING: With the G hook sl st the last stitch into the first st, ch 1 and turn.

Row 1: *Sc, ch 1, sk 1 st*. Repeat around the bottom of the skirt. Row 2: *Sc into the

ch 1 space, ch1*. Repeat around and weave in the end.

TOP BAND: Make 3 rows sc making sure the band measures 26”. At the end of the

third row make 2 sc in the corner, sc down the side opening , ch1 and sc back up.

Chain 1, turn, sc, *ch 2, sk 2 sc, 4 sc*. Repeat 3 times for buttonholes. Sc to end and

turn. Sl st into sc and 3 sc into ch spaces ending with sl st at the top. Sew on

buttons.Weave in ends. Block by spritzing with water and pinning over a towel.

Enjoy your skirt!
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
